CATALOG DESCRIPTION:
Creative Writing is a course in the writing of poetry, fiction, creative non-fiction and/or drama, depending on students’ needs and interest.  Participants will be responsible both for submission of and critical attention to a variety of manuscripts, which will be assigned in different points-of-view and forms. Critical skills will be developed by close reading of outside and student-generated texts.
