COURSE TITLE & Number : MMSP 2900: Advanced Elective


Credits:  2 (Lec 0/ Lab 2)
Prerequisites:  MMSP 2750 or MMSP 2690 or concurrent enrollment, or consent of Instructor.

CATALOG DESCRIPTION:
In this course, students will prepare an advanced media project which may include, but is not limited to: an interactive multimedia production, an advanced animation project, produce multimedia for the World Wide Web, a video project, or a print production.  This course will be comparable to a senior project, where the student produces media materials for their portfolio presentation. 

OUTLINE OF MAJOR CONTENT AREAS:
I. Introduction to course.

II. Develop course content contract with teacher.

III. Learn advanced techniques in one of the following areas:  interactive multimedia production, modeling, and/or animation, print production, web site media preparation, or video production.

IV. Development of actual media elements for portfolio in one of the following areas:

a. Interactive multimedia production.

b. Computer modeling, and/or animation.

c. Print production

d. Web site media preparation

e. Video production.  
COURSE GOALS/OBJECTIVES/OUTCOMES:

The student will:

1. Develop a content contract for what kind of media they will produce during the term.

2. Develop a treatment with storyboards, a list of media content and timeline.

3. Develop at least 5 major objectives related to the media production of this course.
4. Learn more advanced techniques of media production in one of the following areas:

a. Interactive multimedia production.
b. Computer modeling, and/or animation.
c. Print production.
d. Web site media preparation.
e. Video production.
5.  Produce media materials for a professional demo reel and/or interactive portfolio in one of the following areas.


a. Interactive multimedia production.

b. Computer modeling, and/or animation.
c. Print production.
d. Web site media preparation.
e. Video production.
6. Students who produce media for interactive multimedia production will:

a. Develop full storyboards and treatment for project.

b. Keep time log of production activities.

c. Produce entire media content for CD ROM.

d. Correctly set-up navigational map.

e. Assemble all media elements into final format.

f. Complete all assembling and testing of CD’s.
7. Students who produce an advanced animation project will:

a. Develop full storyboards and treatment for project.

b. Keep time log of production activities.

c. Produce their own models and animation for project.


d. Complete the entire project and render to disk or video.

8. Students who produce projects for print production will:


a. Develop thumbnails and treatment for project.


b. Keep time log of production activities.


c. Produce all media elements for project.  No media elements are to be t


            taken from the internet.


d. Print each project in its final format.


e. Show consistent theme and feel throughout the project.

9.  Students producing media for web site will:


a. Develop a site plan for the project.


b. Keep time log of production activities.


c. Produce most media element themselves.


d. Develop consistent theme for site.


e. Post site and test site in multiple browsers.
10.  Students producing a video project will:

a. Develop full storyboards and treatment for project.

b. Keep time log of production activities. 


c. Film all video for project unless footage is acquired.

d. Edit all video on Non-linear workstations and assemble to a final product.

e. Produce the soundtrack after writing script.


f. Transfer the project to final format of tape, CD or DVD.
