CATALOG DESCRIPTION:
Preparation for College Reading 2 focuses on reading of poetry, fiction, essays, and textbook material to acquire the skills necessary for effective college reading. These skills are achieved through both discussion and written analysis. Vocabulary expansion is achieved through learning context clues and individual practice. Regular practice to improve reading and comprehension skills is provided.

COURSE GOALS/OBJECTIVES/OUTCOMES:
Students will:
1. develop vocabulary through context clues and sentence development.

2. apply analysis, synthesis, and application (critical reading and thinking skills) to poetry.

3. identify the action in a poem.

4. identify figurative language and its meaning in a poem.

5. identify point of view in a poem.

6. establish speaker’s tone in a poem.

7. analyze the language of a poem, considering connotative and denotative meanings.

8. check unfamiliar references to guide the understanding of a poem.

9. draw inferences from poetry.

10. identify figurative language in fiction.

11. determine the plot in a short story.

12. describe the setting of a short story.

13. describe the characters of a short story. 

14. determine the tone in fiction.

15. determine the theme of a short story.

16. identify parts of an essay, including title, introduction, thesis statement, supporting detail, and summary or conclusion.

17. distinguish between a summary and a conclusion in an essay.

18. identify narrative, descriptive, expository, and persuasive essays.

19. identify the point of view in an essay.

20. distinguish between fact and opinion.

21. identify propaganda techniques.

22. identify bias and biased language.

23. improve comprehension skills through active involvement in reading and discussion.

24. apply critical reading skills to any new reading situation.

25. practice reading skills by reading a novel.

26. apply pre-reading skills to textbook chapters.

27. develop guide questions for a textbook chapter.

28. apply the use of marginal annotations to textbook chapters.
