COURSE TITLE & NUMBER: Intermediate Acting (Acting II): THTR 2200 (formerly THTR 1490)

PREREQUISITES: THTR 1450: Beginning Acting (Acting I)
CATALOG DESCRIPTION:

Intermediate Acting is designed for the student who may be seriously considering a career in the performing arts, or who wants to gain a deeper understanding of the mechanics and the art of acting.  Intermediate Acting continues the training of the student actor begun in Beginning Acting.  The student is exposed to more challenging technique and scene study, along with movement and voice work designed to allow students to perform in different styles and periods.  In addition, the student will become adept at script analysis and gain an in-depth understanding of motivations, character interpretations, and choices.  For students in careers outside of the performing arts, this course offers opportunities to increase self-confidence, improve communication skills, and gain an appreciation of the relationship between artistic expression and human behavior.

4. create believable characters and perform well-rehearsed scenes, utilizing cumulative knowledge gained.

5. apply effective communication skills to produce positive group ensemble work.

6. expand awareness of diversity of choices available to theatre artists in the creative process.

7. develop and utilize analytical techniques to judge professional actors and their effectiveness in given roles.
